Traditional:

·  Reproducibility of the poster will be a factor in the judges’ decisions, so use good lettering, high contrast and bright colors! 
· No syndicated, copyrighted or clipart images on the traditional posters! Please use only 11 x 17 legal size cardstock paper (provided by Holmes SWCD).
· Please print the name of the student, school, and teacher on the back “upper right corner” of each poster submitted. 
· Entries must be received by Hiland FFA, PO Box 275, Berlin 44610 by October 25, 2016. Contact Krista Albright for more information at ehlm_kalbright@tccsa.net.

Digital:
· Digital/Computer designs may include memes, pictures, clipart, etc. 
· Digital posters should be in .jpg or .pdf format and emailed to Jaime Chenevey, West Holmes FFA at whol_cheneve@tccsa.net or provided on a USB drive to 10909 SR 39, Millersburg 44654 by October 25, 2016.  

Themes: 

· The poster and slogan must be original concepts and inspired by the farm tour.

· Posters should be artistic, positive in approach, and focus on methods of conservation, sustainable, or safe ag practices.  

· Traditional Posters will be judged by the Hiland FFA Chapter. 

· Digital Posters will be judged by the West Holmes FFA Chapter. 

Judging: 

Poster entries must be dropped off at either Hiland or West Holmes High School offices by October 25.  The FFA Chapters will judge the posters and the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place winners will be invited to the Soil and Water Conservation District annual meeting to present their posters and receive an award on November 15.  In addition, 1st prize = $25, 2nd = $15, and 3rd = $10.  Submitted posters may be displayed at the annual SWCD banquet, the FFA Banquets, the Holmes County Fair, and on social media.  The posters are judged on:

· Quality of design 

· Creativity and originality of the artwork 

· Creativity and originality of the slogan 

· Appropriate theme using “positive” approach 

· Reproducibility
